Construction of Chinese Literary Theoretical Discourse: Literary Theories of New China in
70 Years

Problematiques in the Field of Literary Theories in Seventy Years Liu Fangxi - 4

Three fields of problematiques have emerged in the progress of Chinese literary theories over
the past seventy years. In the first thirty years (from 1949-1979), the relation between literature
and politics was the dominate question, when the features of the ideological and non-ideological
were highlighted. Since the reform era, the economic influence on literary production became
more direct under the framework of market economy. The relation between literature and econo-
my (market) had gradually appeared, and the productivity and non-productivity in the social
mode of literary production became accentuated. In the new century, the technical development
of internet and Al has laid more imprints on literary production. Hence arises the question of lit-
erary and technique (machine), along which comes the question of subjectivity and non-subjectiv-
ity of literary production. On the basis of solid theoretical exploration for seventy years and
through the lens of critical theory of production-crafts, the Marxist literary theory would find an
important opportunity of unifying sociality and craftsmanship and thus integrating the three fields

of problematiques.

The proliferation of cultural studies can be attributed to the revelation of the culture dimen-
sion in contemporary literary theories from the long-term trajectory, which includes the
discussion on mass culture ‘in the stages of “aesthetic culture studies”, “debate on humane spir-

literary theories when the dimension of “culture” has been pushed to the highest point. It is high

time to reconsider “aesthetic qualities” in contemporary literary theory as a rectification of the “a-

nomaly” brought about by the “cultural turn”.

Different from the trajectory of anthropology in Western academia, the booming of literary
anthropology in China had come a long way from the New Culture Movement as its gestation pe-
riod, and budbreak with the renaissance of literary theories and taking shape in the discipline of
comparative literature in the new era of 1980s. The Chinese school of literary anthropology has
had the comprehensive institutions, team working and daily operational scheme for seventy
years. It aims for the multiple integration in terms of disciplines: the new holistic enunciation of
anthropology from the view of literature, depicting the coexistence of multi-nationality within
“Chinese literature” as the new approach of literary studies; theoretical innovation on
mythology--the overlapping zone of literature and anthropology; reexamination of cultural texts
in the view of great culture tradition in the hope of constructing “thing” (wu) system and method-

ology for the studies of early Chinese thought.
