“Appearancé’ “Withdrawal” and “Return’: “Trilogy” of Development of Cable Broadcasting in
the Countryside in PRC Al Hong-hong

Abstract: Compared with other mass media including press radio broadcast and television cable
broadcasting has advantages over them with the lowest cost the easiest access and the most significant results
for many people listen to it. These advantages enable cable broadcasting to be the best option for government
of People’s Republic of China to reconstruct the information environment in the countryside. And it also plays
an important role in governance of social governance in the countryside. A great many of cable broadcasting
station were built before reform and open policy adopted in 1978  which help the central government directly
connect with rural population. What’s more peasants could have a new understanding of national will and ru—
ral traditions. But some cable broadcasting stations “withdraw” from the countryside since 1978 owing to the
adjustment of nation development strategy and independent choice of peasant themselves recognized by public
power. As state-owned media and agriculture policy being adjusted in recent years cable broadcasting how-—
ever is widely covered in the countryside with a strong momentum loudspeakers and small cable broadcast—
ing stations being built once again in plenty of villages. This leads to a transformation from “broadcasting to
rural population” to “countryside broadcast”  which embodies the concern of the government for the country—
side in particular for those vulnerable groups. “Trilogy” of development of cable broadcasting in the country—
side in PRC is not only an epitome of rural governance in China but also a media metaphor of the relationship

among the government countryside and farmers.

Research on the Information Disclosure Obligation of E—commerce Operators ZHENG Jia-ning
Abstract: As an important mechanism to protect the counterparty’s right to know and promote information
flow the information disclosure obligation of E-commerce operators is of great significance to prevent fraud
realize fair transaction promote orderly competition and achieve effective regulation. The necessity of introdu—
cing information disclosure obligations can be demonstrated from following aspects: principle of information a—
symmetry abstract function of information disclosure and control power of E-commerce platform operators.
The information disclosure obligation of E-commerce operators is the legalization of the inform obligation and
the notification obligation but it has not yet broken through the basic framework of the contract law. The
scope of information disclosure of E-commerce operators includes subject qualification information trading
rules commodity and service information etc. Remedy measures for breach of information disclosure obliga—
tions of E-commerce operators include continued performance liability for contractual negligence contract

validity denial mechanism and damages for breach of contract.
